Chief Spain discussed the status of the selling of car 73.  So far the district has not received any bids on the vehicle.  President Hjelmgren suggested that the district contact a broker to aid in the selling of car 73.  
DISCUSSION OF INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT WITH BENSENVILLE DISTRICT #1

Chief Spain discussed the contract with Bensenville Fire Protection District #1.  The last meeting that took place at the Pine Room was discussed.  Chief Spain was present at the meeting and the residents were being misinformed by being told that there taxes would increase by 50%.  A strategy was discussed to inform the people of District 1 of the facts along with the District #2 board writing a letter stating those facts to District #1 and those that appoint the board members of District #1.
